The awards will be paid
by checks payable to the winners. There is no restriction as to income of the family nor the acceptance of other scholarship awards by the winners.
Any problems must be resolved by the students. The names of the winners will be announced to all applicants and will be released to the media.

HOW TO APPLY
Applicants will receive an application form and a certificate (on reverse side) which must be filled out and signed by the high school principal or other
authorized high school representative. To be eligible, each applicant must return the COMPLETED application form.

Incomplete information will be a cause for
disqualification.

CLOSING DATE
To be eligible, entrants must submit all the material listed above so that it will be received NO LATER THAN MARCH 1 of the year of the students'
graduation.
